Pursuant to Section 401 of the Charter, the City Attorney has prepared and 
requests your approval of a resolution authorizing compromise and settlement of the 
above-entitled claim for the sum of Forty-Eight Thousand Five Hundred Dollars and no 
Cents ($48,500.00), payable to Robert Ovetz and the Law Office of Matthew A. Siroka, 
his attorney. 

This action arises out of the above-referenced action, in which Plaintiff Robert 
Ovetz alleges that he sustained injuries as a result of a police officer using excessive 
force against him during the January 28, 2012 Occupy Oakland protest, and that he was 
thereafter wrongfully arrested. 

The Council authorized settlement of this case in Closed Session on Tuesday, 
December 10, 2013 (moved by Councilmember Gallo and seconded by Councilmember 
Gibson McElhaney - 7 Ayes, 0 Noes, 1 Absent - Councilmember Kaplan).

WHEREAS, Without admitting fault or wrongdoing, the City has determined to 
compromise and settle Plaintiff Robert Ovetz's claim against It for the sum of Forty-Eight 
Thousand Five Hundred Dollars and No Cents ($48,500.00); now, therefore, be it 

RESOLVED, That the City Attorney is authorized and directed to compromise 
and settle the case of Robert Ovetz v. City of Oakland, et al.. Northern District of 
California Case No. C12-6180, City Attorney's File No. 29115, for a sum not to exceed 
Forty-Eight Thousand Five Hundred Dollars and No Cents ($48,500.00) payable by the 
City of Oakland; and be it

to take whatever steps necessary to effect said settlement; and be it 

FURTHER RESOLVED. That the sum of Forty-Eight Thousand Five Hundred 
Dollars and No Cents ($48,500.00) be paid to Robert Ovetz and the Law Office of 
Matthew Siroka, his attorney.
