Construction Contract To St. Francis Electric For The Oak Center Historical
Marker Project (No. P260210) In The Amount Of Four Hundred Fifty Three
Thousand Three Hundred Twenty Five Dollars ($453,325.00); and 2) Allocate,
Accept, And Appropriate $163,325.00 From The Redevelopment Agency's Oak
Center Redevelopment Project Area Tax Increment Funds To The Project

SUMMARY

Resolutions have been prepared authorizing the City Administrator, or her designee, to award a
construction contract to St. Francis Electric for the Oak Center Historic Marker Project (No.
P260210) in the amount of $453,325.00, and to allocate, accept, and appropriate $163,325.00 from
the Redevelopment Agency's Oak Center Redevelopment Project Area Tax Increment Funds to the
project. The project will enhance the historical significance of the West Oakland Oak Center District
with the fabrication and installation of one gateway sign in the median at 14th Street and Brush, four
mid-scale signs at major entry points, eight sign caps on street signs along Brush Street, one
interpretive sign at DeFremery Park, nine historic landmark home signs, and other related work.

On August 7, 2006, St. Francis Electric submitted the only bid for the project in the amount of
$453,325.00, which was $163,325.00 over the construction budget of $290,000.00. Staff worked
with the Oak Center community organizations to find additional funding sources for the project.
The Redevelopment Agency has identified the supplemental funding of $163,325.00 necessary to
award the construction contract. For the signage related project work, St. Francis Electric listed one
subcontractor, Fluoresco Lighting with a bid of $319,000.00, who is not currently a certified local
business. However, Fluoresco Lighting purchased a building and moved its operations to Oakland in
June 2006. hi an effort to achieve the 20% local business requirement, St Francis Electric had
solicited a cost proposal from the only confirmed small local business signage firm, Golden Gate
Sign Company, Inc. However, Golden Gate Sign Company's cost proposal was $428,840.00, which
is $108,890.00 over Fluoresco Lighting's bid of $319,000.00. Because Fluoresco Lighting has
demonstrated a clear intent to continue its primary business operations in Oakland well after this
contract is complete and there is a significant difference in cost between the only certified local
business and Fluoresco Lighting, staff requested from the Contract Compliance & Employment
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Services Division of the City Administrator's Office that Fluoresco Lighting be provided a
provisional local business certification for this project.

The Contract Compliance & Employment Services Division of the City Administrator's Office has
approved a provisional local business certification for Fluoresco Lighting for this project. Fluoresco
Lighting will be certifiable as a local business in June 2007. A preliminary check shows that this
firm is currently a valid local business that is certified by the Port of Oakland, thus indicating that
this business is not a front or pass-through. This provisional certification further supports Fluoresco
Lighting's permanent relocation to Oakland, as it is their main office (and not a secondary office)
that has moved from San Leandro to Oakland.

The firm's proposed certification stands as a one time only provisional certification until such time
as the 12-month timeframe has been satisfied and a fully executed certification is issued in June
2007. It is in the best interest of the City to award the construction contract to St. Francis Electric
with Fluoresco Lighting as their subcontractor because of the significant cost savings to the project
and the City.

The Oak Center Historic Marker Project is consistent with the Mayoral and City Council Goal to
"Build Community and Foster Livable Neighborhoods," by providing for clean and well-maintained
facilities, amenities, parks and recreational facilities. The project is located in Council District 3.

FISCAL IMPACT

This project is funded by the Fiscal Year 2006-2007 Oak Center Redevelopment Project Area Tax
Increments Funds and the Oakland Redevelopment Agency's Oak Center Operations Fund. The
following funds sources are available: 1) $290,000.00 from the 2006-2007 Oak Center
Redevelopment Project Area Tax Increments Funds (7780) in the Oak Center Historic Marker
Project (No. P260210) and the Capital Project Management Organization (92270); and 2)
$163,325.00 will be allocated from Oakland Redevelopment Agency's Oak Center Operations Fund
(9552), HCD Support Staff Organization (88919), Oak Center Redevelopment Project (No.
SO6470).

The Contract Compliance fee and the Public Art fee will be assessed within Project No. P260210.
Electricity costs for the sign lights are not significant. Based on an approximation of six annual
service requests for graffiti removal and lamp replacement, maintenance costs are estimated to be
approximately $1,200 per year. Various factors such as the frequency of vandalism will impact the
actual costs. The Public Works Agency will include these additional operating and maintenance
costs for the historic markers in the 2007-2009 Budget.

BACKGROUND

The Oak Center Redevelopment Project Area ("Project Area") is a 56-block residential community
in West Oakland adjacent to the West Oakland and Acorn Redevelopment Projects. The Project
Area is bounded by 18th and 20lh Streets, 10th and 12th Streets, and Brush and Union Streets, and is
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composed mostly of Victorian houses that have been well preserved through various efforts by the
community and City. The Oak Center Redevelopment Plan ("Plan") was adopted in 1965 and
amended in 1970. The Plan's proposed capital improvements have been mostly completed during
the past decades. The Oak Center Neighborhood Association ("OCNA") is the community group
that provides guidance for redevelopment projects as well as more general quality of life issues in
the Project Area.

The OCNA worked with staff to have the Project Area designated as a Historic Preservation Area in
order to place the area's Designated Historic Properties ("DHPs") on the Local Register of Historical
Resources. The Oakland City Council voted unanimously to designate Oak Center a Historic
Preservation Area on July 15, 2003, per Ordinance 12513 C.M.S.

The OCNA has recommended capital improvement projects within the Project Area over the life of
the Plan using the Project Area's tax increments, including the Historical Marker Project. This
project will enhance the historical significance of the West Oakland Oak Center District.

KEY ISSUES AND IMPACTS

The Redevelopment Agency ("Agency") authorized expenditures of up to $600,000.00 for various
public improvements in the Oak Center Project Area through Agency Resolution No. 2004-20
C.M.S. on April 6, 2004. These expenditures included $450,000.00 for the Historic Marker Project.
The construction budget for the work was $290,000.00 plus an additional $40,000.00 for
construction contingencies. However, on August 7, 2006, the only bid that was received by the City
Clerk was for $453,325.00 from St. Francis Electric.

The Agency is requesting to allocate an additional $163,325.00 from the Oak Center Tax Increment
Fund to the project. By authorizing this funding of $163,325.00, staff will have sufficient funds to
award the construction contract to St. Francis Electric.

St. Francis Electric listed one subcontractor, Fluoresco Lighting, for the specialty signage work of
the project. Fluoresco Lighting is not currently a certified local business because it has not been
located in Oakland for a minimum period of 12 months, hi an effort to achieve the 20% local
business requirement, St Francis Electric solicited a cost proposal from the only certified small local
business signage firm, Golden Gate Sign Company. However, Golden Gate Sign Company's cost
proposal exceeded Fluoresco Lighting's bid by over $100,000.00. Because Fluoresco Lighting has
permanently relocated its business to Oakland and will perform the work at a significantly lower cost
than the only certified local firm, staff requested a provisional local business certification for
Fluoresco Lighting for this project.

Based on the Local Business Program Policy, the City Administrator's Office has the authority to
issue provisional certifications to local businesses, when appropriate. The Contract Compliance &
Employment Services Division of the City Administrator's Office granted Fluoresco Lighting a
provisional local business certification for this project. Fluoresco Lighting did relocate to Oakland
in June 2006 and will be certifiable as a local business in June 2007. A preliminary check shows that
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this firm is currently a valid local business that is certified by the Port of Oakland, thus indicating
that this business is not a front or pass-through. Fluoresco Lighting's permanent relocation from San
Leandro to Oakland is for the firm's main office (and not a secondary office).

The firm's proposed certification stands as a one-time only provisional certification until such time
as the 12-month timeframe has been satisfied and a fully executed certification is issued in June
2007. It is in the best interest of the City to award the construction contract to St. Francis Electric
with Fluoresco Lighting as their subcontractor because of the cost savings to the project and the
City.

St. Francis Electric will exceed the City's Local Business Program requirements with 71% small
local business participation. The L/SLBE information has been verified by the Contract Compliance
& Employment Services Division of the City Administrator's Office and is included as Attachment
A. The contractor is required to have 50% of the work hours performed by Oakland residents and
50% of all new hires are to be Oakland residents.

Upon approval of the resolutions, a contract will be awarded and construction can begin in April
2007. The project duration is 45 working days from the date of the Notice to Proceed and completion
is anticipated in June 2007. The construction contract specifies $500.00 in liquidated damages per
calendar day if the contract completion time of 45 working days is exceeded. The project schedule is
shown on Attachment B.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The project consists of the fabrication and installation of one gateway sign in the median at 14th

Street and Brush, four mid-scale signs at major entry points, eight sign caps on street signs along
Brush Street, one interpretive sign at DeFremery Park, nine historic landmark home signs, and other
related work.

SUSTAINABLE OPPORTUNITIES

Economic: The project will generate jobs for Oakland residents, and business tax, sales tax and
other revenues for the City by those who work on the project.

Environmental: The contractor will be required to use recyclable construction materials to the extent
feasible and is required to recycle construction debris.

Social Equity: There are no social equity issues directly related to this project.

DISABILITY AND SENIOR CITIZEN ACCESS

This project consists of the installation of historic markers in the Oak Center Historic District. There
are no impacts to the accessibility features for persons with disabilities or to senior citizen access in
Oak Center Historic District.
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RECOMMENDATION AND RATIONALE

It is recommended that the City Administrator, or her designee, be authorized to award a
construction contract for the Oak Center Historic Marker project to St. Francis Electric in the amount
of $453,325.00, and that the City Council/Redevelopment Agency authorize the allocation,
acceptance, and appropriation of $163,325.00 from the Oak Center Redevelopment Project Area Tax
Increment funds to the Oak Center Historic Marker project.

ACTION REQUESTED OF THE CITY COUNCIL/REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY

Staff recommends that the City Council/Redevelopment Agency approve the resolutions.

WHEREAS, the City plans to construct historic markers in the Oak Center
Historic District located in West Oakland; and

WHEREAS, the Oak Center Neighborhood Association and staff wish to
implement the Oak Center Historic Marker Project (P260210) consisting of the
installation of signage, lighting and markers to identify the area as a historic district; and

WHEREAS, the Redevelopment Agency authorized the use of up to $600,000

(92270), under Project Number P260210; and be it further

RESOLVED: That the City Council hereby finds and determines as follows:

1. That the funding of the Oak Center Historic Marker Project will benefit the
Oak Center Project Area by the construction of the Oak Center Historic
Markers;

2. That the City's Capital Improvement Program ("CIP") funds have been unable
to provide financing for the Oak Center Historic Marker Project in the period
2006-2007 and that no other reasonable means of financing the Oak Center
Historic Marker Project are available to the City other than Redevelopment
Agency funding;

3. That the use of Oak Center tax increment funds for the Oak Center Historic
Marker Project will assist in the elimination of blight conditions in the Oak
Center Redevelopment Area by highlighting the Oak Center Historic District;
and

4. That the use of Oak Center tax increment funds for the Oak Center Historic
Marker Project is consistent with the implementation plan adopted for the Oak
Center Redevelopment Project Area;

and be it further



RESOLVED: That the City Administrator or her designee is hereby
authorized to take whatever actions necessary with respect to this Project
consistent with this Resolution and its basic purpose.
