RE: Outside Counsel Expenditures

This is an informational report to update the City Council on the history of outside
counsel expenditures.

Background and Fiscal Impacts:

The Office of the City Attorney cannot control the demand for legal services. The
demands are driven by the number of claims and lawsuits that are received, the
complexity of those matters, and the demands for legal advice from the Mayor, City
Council and City Departments.

Claims and lawsduits are filed against the City, its officers, employees and agencies
which include but are not limited to inverse condemnation actions, complex civil rights
actions, high-value personal injury actions, wrongful death actions, eminent domain
actions, vehicle accidents, personnel disputes, collection of monies for the City,
employee disciplinary appeals before the Civil Service Board or hearing officers and
hundreds of routine “dangerous condition of public property” personal injury actions.

The demands for legal advice and counsel to the City include but are not limited to land
use, real estate, personnel, elections, conflict of interest, public records, open meetings,
municipal finance, retirement, code enforcement, housing and economic development.
Staff attorneys draft and review contracts, legislation and other documents and provide
litigation services in the defense of ordinances and other administrative actions and in
specialized areas including probate and bankruptcy. Staff attorneys attend Council and
committee meetings, retirement boards, Business Tax Board of Review, Civil Service

Board, Planning Commission, Citizens Police Review Board, and various City-wide task
forces.

To meet these demands, the Office of the City Attorney provides legal services using in-
house attorneys. At times, outside counsel must be retained to handle conflict-of-
interest matters, when the demand for legal services exceeds in-house capacity, and
when staff attorneys do not have the expertise necessary to handle the matter. As a
matter of course, we assign a staff attorney to work closely with the outside counsel so
that our office builds as much expertise as possible.

Attachment 1 is a summary of outside counsel expenditures by category from 1995-96
through 2009-10.

Due to the Need for Transactional / Advice in a Particular Area.
Due to Conflicts.
Required by Excess Insurance Carrier.
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Since July 2008, budget reductions have resulted in the loss of 18 positions (11
attorneys and seven support staff). However, the demand for legal services has not
diminished even during these difficult economic times. In fact, the demand has
increased in the following areas:

¢ Pension & Financial (e.g., pension funding, various parking tax issues,
Measure Y)

Real Property Transfers

Labor & Employment

Police

Demands from Mayor, City Council and Departments (e.g., Bubble Ordinance,
various Marijuana Initiatives, Municipal |.D. program).

Despite the greater demand for outside counsel, the City Attorney’s Office has limited
those costs wherever and however possible — first, by closely managing outside counsel
hours; second, by choosing to focus the bulk of the budget cuts on the in-house

litigation staff, and third, by increasing and redistributing case loads as much as
possible for in-house attorneys. The reductions have been focused on the litigation side-
of our office because the hourly rate of hiring outside counsel litigators is significantly
less than the hourly rate of hiring outside counsel to provide specialized legal advice.

The City Attorney’s Office has done its best to keep outside counsel costs at the lowest
possible level without jeopardizing the City’s legal position. However, further reductions
in staff will result in higher outside counsel expenditures.

Sustainable Opportunities:
No economic, environmental or social equity opportunities have been identified in
connection with the subject of this report.

Disability and Senior Citizen Access:
There are no direct disabilities or senior citizen access issues associated with this
report. '
