INTRODUCED BY COUNCILMEMBER

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CITY ADMINISTRATOR, ON BEHALF OF THE
CITY OF OAKLAND, TO APPLY FOR, ACCEPT, AND APPROPRIATE A GRANT IN
THE AMOUNT OF $150,000 FROM THE ALAMEDA COUNTY LIFELINE
TRANSPORTATION PROGRAM FOR FISCAL YEARS 2006-2007 THROUGH 2008-
2009 TO TRANSPORT PRE-SCHOOL AND KINDERGARTEN CHILDREN BY BUS
TO OAKLAND PUBLIC LIBRARY’S WEST OAKLAND BRANCH LIBRARY

WHEREAS, the Alameda County Lifeline Transportation Program has made

funding available for innovative and flexible community transportation projects for low income
residents of Alameda County for fiscal years 2006-2007 through 2008-2009; and

WHEREAS, the City of Oakland desires to apply for, accept, and appropriate a grant
in the amount of one hundred fifty thousand dollars (§150,000) from the Alameda County
Lifeline Transportation Program for fiscal years 2006-2007 through 2008-2009 to The Quicker,
Safer Trip to the Library project at West Oakland Branch Library; now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED: That the City Administrator or her designee is hereby authorized and
directed to apply for and accept an Alameda County Lifeline Transportation Grant in the amount
of one hundred fifty thousand dollars ($150,000) for the purpose described above and to hire a
part time library assistant to help with the three-year project; and, be it

FURTHER RESOLVED: That the total funds in the amount of $150,000 will be
deposited and appropriated to Oakland Public Library Trust Fund (7540), Library Services
Directors’ Organization (61111), in a project number to be assigned; and be it

FURTHER RESOLVED: That the City Council hereby appoints the City
Administrator or her designee as agent of the City to conduct all negotiations, applications,
agreements, payment requests, and related actions which may be necessary for the completion of
the aforementioned project in accordance with its basic purpose; and be it
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FURTHER RESOLVED: That should additional funds be received, the City
Administrator or her designee is hereby authorized to appropriate same for the purposes
described above without returning to Council.
