WHEREAS, Rodney Lee was a business owner who operated his business, “Gorgeous
Upholstery, Carpet Cleaning, and Janitorial Service” for 19 years; and

WHEREAS, Rodney Lee was a co-founder and head deacon of Life Line Family
Ministries in Richmond, California; and

WHEREAS, Rodney Lee, a motorcycle enthusiast, co-founded a riding club known as the
Gold Coast Riders with his friends and later joined the Buffalo Soldiers Motorcycle Club; and



WHEREAS, after working in the City of Oakland for 35 years, Rodney Lee retired in
January of 2021 and he passed away April 9, 2021; now, therefore, be it
