WHEREAS, efforts need to continue to provide awareness of wildfire prevention in order
to increase public safety and preserve the rich social, environmental, and cultural assets
and resources located within the Oakland hills and the Oakland Wildfire Prevention
Assessment District; now therefore, be it

twenty-first of October, 2006, in recognition of the Oakland Hills 1991 Firestorm and as part
of National Fire Prevention Month; and, be it

FURTHER RESOLVED: That the third Saturday of October is declared Wildfire
Prevention Day, annually, in recognition of the Oakland Hills 1991 Firestorm and as part of
National Fire Prevention Month.
