120 POLICE OFFICER TRAINEES, AND RECEIVE UP TO FIFTY THREE
THOUSAND FOUR HUNDRED DOLLARS  ($53,400.00) 1IN
REIMBURSEMENT FUNDS

WHEREAS, the California Commission on Peace Officer Standards and Training (POST) has
requested that the City of Oakland Police Department present the POST certified Emergency
Vehicle Operations Course (EVOC) to California Law Enforcement personnel who are full-time,
on-duty employees of POST reimbursable agencies; and

WHEREAS, POST will reimburse the City for each full-time, on-duty POST reimbursable
student who attends a City of Oakland POST presentation at a rate of $445 per student, up to a
maximum amount of $53,400 during the period of July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interests of the City of Oakland to execute an agreement with POST
for the purposes described above; and

WHEREAS, the City of Oakland has executed similar agreements with POST since 1995; now,
therefore, be it

RESOLVED: That the City Council hereby authorizes the City Administrator or her designee to

execute an agreement between the City of Oakland and POST for the purposes described above;
and be it

FURTHER RESOLVED: That the City Council hereby appoints the City Administrator as
agent of the City to complete all required negotiations, certifications, assurances and
documentation required to accept, modify, extend and/or amend the contract.

FUTHER RESOLVED: That the City Attorney shall review and approve any agreements
authorized hereunder for form and legality, and copies of any fully executed agreements
authorized hereunder shall be placed on file with the Office of the City Clerk.
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FURTHER RESOLVED: That the money shall be appropriated to the Police Department in
General Purpose Fund: 1010, Training Org.: 103430, in Training Program PS09.
