WHEREAS, the Honorable Mayor Libby Schaaf has reappointed Patricia Carino
Valdez and appointed Jennifer Correira, Eric Murphy, and Michele Ramirez to serve a
three (3) year term on the Public Art Advisory Committee subject to confirmation of the

Patricia Carino Valdez, to serve a three-year term on the Public Art Advisory Committee
beginning October 1, 2018 and ending September 30, 2021, filling a seat previously held by
herself; and be it

FURTHER RESOLVED: That the City Council hereby confirms the Mayor’s appointment
of:

Jennifer Correira, to serve a three-year term on the Public Art Advisory Committee beginning
February 1, 2018 and ending January 31, 2021, filling a seat previously held by Allison
Cummings.




Eric Murphy, to serve a three-year term on the Public Art Advisory Committee beginning
October 1, 2018 and ending September 30, 2021, filling a seat previously held by Joyce
Gordon.

Michele Ramirez, to serve a three-year term on the Public Art Advisory Committee beginning
November 17, 2018 and ending November 16, 2021, filling a seat previously held by Evelyn
Orantes.
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
