For Approval Of The Recommended Vendor And Contract Award.

PROPOSALS TITLED "CITY OF OAKLAND/PORT OF OAKLAND JOINT 
DOMAIN AWARENESS CENTER, OCTOBER 2012": (3) IN . \N AMOUNT NOT 
TO EXCEED S2M DOLLARS {TVŝ O MILLION) TO BE SELECTED LATER 
WITH A RETURN TO COUNCIL WITH AN INFORMATIONAL REPORT FOR 
APPROVAL OF THE RECOMMENDED VENDOR AND CONTRACT AWARD. 

WHEREAS, Congress and the Obama Administration intended the Port Security Grant 
Program (PSGP) to be one of the tools in a comprehensive set of measures to strengthen 
the Nation's critical infrastructure against risks associated with potential terrorist attacks; 
and 

WHEREAS, the Port of Oakland submitted PSGP grant proposals to jointly develop, 
establish and operate a City/Port Domain Awareness Center (DAC) utilizing the City of 
Oakland Emergency Operations Center (EOC) to consolidate a network of existing 
surveillance and security sensor data to actively monitor critical Port facilities, utility 
infrastructure. City facilities and roadways; and 

W H E R E A S , in March 2013, pursuant to Council authorization by Resolution 82933, the 
City of Oakland entered into a Professional Services Agreement with Science Applications 
International Corporation (SAIC) for Phase 1 of the Domain Awareness Center which 
included the Design/Build phase and the begiiming of key public safety and surveillance 
systems integration between C\Xy and Port or Oakland; and 

WHEREAS, on May 23,2013, the Port of Oakland Board of Directors approved a 
resolution for the Port of Oakland to enter into a Memorandum of Understanding and 
Grant Administration Agreement to provide up to two million dollars ($2,000,000) of 
supplemental FY09 and FYI0 PSGP grant funding with the Cit>' of Oakland to further 
expand the development of the City/Port Domain Awareness Center (DAC) and embark 
upon Phase 2 of the expansion of the systems integration as well as equipment/system 
enhancements; and 



WTIEREAS, the City seeks to utilize these additional funds to complete Phase 2 of the 
Domain Awareness Center (Phase 2); and 

W^HEREAS. on .lulv 30. 2013 the Cit\^ Council passed Resolution No. 84593. approving 
the appropriation of grant funds, required agi'eements bet\\̂ een the Cir\' and the Port, and 
the spending plans for this project: and Citv Council further required that the C'lW 
develop and adopt safeguai'ds. procedures and policies to protect the privacv rights of 
individuals relative to the operation of C.it>VPort Joint Domain Awareness Center; and 

W H E R E A S , i ln July of 2013, the City Council pursuant to Resolution 84593 
authorized the City's current contract with SAIC to be amended to include the Phase 2 
work which consists of, but is not limited to, additional enhancements to the Emergency 
Operations Center, additional systems' integration such as the Port Geographic 
Information Systems (GIS) and other key Cit>' Public Safety Information Technolog>' 
systems for an amount of services and equipment because Phase 2 is not part of the current 
scope of work for the March 2013 Agreement with SAIC, and capped the amount SAIC 
may charge the City at not to exceed two million dollars; and 

WTHEREAS, aA review of an assertion brought forward by SAIC determined that SAIC 
could not fulfill its contractual obligations to the City due to non-compliance with city 
policy relative to the Nuclear Free Zone Ordinance:; and 

W H E R E A S , staff recommends it is in the best interests of the City to contact the original 
DAC project RFP respondents to determine their interest in the development of a 
supplemental proposal for DAC Phase II Implementation, based on the fact that the FY 
2009 PSGP supplemental funds must be used by June 30, 2014. Conducting the RFP/Q 
process using the original respondents will serve to expedite the proposal process and 
allow the City to adhere to predetermined timelines, and will help ensure the FY 2009 
PSGP are expended by the grantee's deadline and will facilitate the City's abilit>' to 
implement Phase 2 of the DAC project efficiently and effectively in order to maintain 
consistency, cohesiveness and uniformit>' as well; and 

WHEREAS, the City finds and determines that the services provided pursuant to the 
agreement authorized hereunder are of a professional, scientific or technical nature and are 
temporary in nature; and ^ 

WHEREAS, the City finds and determines that this contract shall not result in the loss of 
employment or salary by any person having permanent status in the competitive service; 
now, therefore, be it 

R E S O L V E D : That the City Administrator or her designee is authorized to commence a 
RFP/Q process to sohcit supplemental proposals from the respondents to the original DAC Project 
RFP with the amount to be paid up to two million dollars for completion of Phase 2 of the 
DAC work project; bringing the total contract amount authorized to four million nine 



hundred thousand dollars ($^1,900,000); and be it 

FURTHER RESOLVED: That staff shall retum to Council for approval of the recommended 
vendor and the award of the contract: and be it 

F U R T H E R R E S O L V E D : That the City Council finds that pursuant to Oakland Municipal 
Code sections 2.04.050.1.5 and 2.04.051 .B, for the reasons stated above and in the City 
Administrator's report accompanying this resolution, that it is in the best interests of the 
City to expedite the advertising and bidding requirements and the request for 
proposal/qualifications (RFP/Q) process for the products and services to be purchased; and 
be it 

FURTHER RESOLVED: That Resolution No. 84593 approved bv the Citv Council on 
July 30. 2013 remains in effect except as modified by this subsequent resolution: the 
Cit}^ Administrator or her designee is hereby authorized to execute any umondments or 
modifications to said Port/City agrooment and tlie Professional Services Coiiti'act witfaoutratum 
to Council in anamountnot to exceed two million doUars (£2.000,000.00); and be it 

F U R T H E R R E S O L ^ ^ D : That tlie City Administrator or her designee is authorized to 
accept and appropriate said FY 2009 and FY2010 PSGP Grants funds into U.S. 
Department of Homeland Seciu-itv-Fund (2123), Emergency Management Sendees 
Division (20711) a grant project to be dotennmed, and Emergency' Managomont Sorv-ice 
Program (PS2]), the full grant funds will be appreciated to the Miscellaneous Federal 
Grants Accounts 16129; and be it

to Resolution No. 84593 at the Citv Council meeting of July 30. 2013 are incorporated into this 
resolution: and be it

legality and filed with the Office of the Cit>' Clerk.
