ORDINANCE TO REAUTHORIZE AND EXTEND 
FOR TWELVE YEARS AN AMENDMENT OF THE 
CHARTER OF THE CITY OF OAKLAND (ARTICLE 
XIII SECTION 1300) ESTABLISHING THE KIDS 
FIRST! OAKLAND FUND FOR CHILDREN AND 
YOUTH AS APPROVED BY THE PASSAGE OF 
THE 2009 KIDS FIRST! VOTER INITIATIVE MEAS­
URE D
This Ordinance extends, for twelve (12) years, 
the provisions of Article XIII of the Charter of 
the City of Oakland, which establishes KIDS 
First! The Oakland Fund for Children and Youth 
(the “Fund”). Article XIII of the Charter man­
dates that, effective July 1, 2009 and continu­
ing through June 30, 2021, the Fund must re­
ceive revenues in an amount equal to three 
percent (3.0%) of the City’s annual actual unre­
stricted General Purpose Fund revenues. Reve­
nue received by the Fund may be used to sup­
port the healthy development of young chil­
dren, help children and youth succeed in 
school and graduate high school, prevent and 
reduce violence, crime, and gang involvement 
among children and youth, and help youth 
transition to productive adulthood. Section 
1307 of Article XIII of the Charter provides that 
the city Council may extend the terms of Arti­
cle XIII of the Charter for twelve (12) additional 
years, beginning July 1, 2021. Pursuant to this 
Ordinance, the City Council extends the provi­
sions of Article XIII of the charter for twelve 
(12) years, beginning July 1, 2021 and continu­
ing through June 30,2033
