SUMMARY

as the Measure Y Initiative, mandates an independent evaluation of Measure Y funded
violence prevention programs to ascertain the effectiveness of the programs, including o
the number of persons served and the rate of crime and violence reduction achieved.
There are two major components of Measure Y programming, (1) neighborhood policing
officers and (2) violence prevention services with an emphasis on at-risk youth and
aduits. Resource Development Associates (RDA), an independent contractor selected
through a competitive bid process, presented the first outcome evaluation of Measure Y
Violence Prevention Programming in January 2010. The bifurcated report generated
several questions from the Public Safety Committee during its January 12, 2010 meeting.
This informational report provides answers to the specific questions presented regarding
neighborhood policing officers (PSOs) and the Neighborhood Crime Prevention
Councils, a community-organizing outcome of the Neighborhood Services Division.

FISCAL IMPACT

This is an Informational Report and there is no fiscal impact.
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BACKGROUND

In January 2010, Resource Development Associates, (the independent contractor selected
through competitive bid to evaluate Measure Y Violence Prevention Programming),
presented the first outcome evaluation of Measure Y programming. Though the Public
Safety Committee “received and forwarded” the Report to the full City Council, several
questions raised by the Committee were submitted to staff for research.

EVALUATION FINDINGS:

Key findings of the Resource Development Associates (RDA) Community Policing
Evaluation include:

1. Full implementation of Measure Y staffing levels has been achieved; all beats
in the City are served by a Problem-Solving Officer (PSO);

2. New changes in OPD organizational structures that create more geographic
accountability have strengthened the Department’s commitment to community
policing;

3. Problem solving officers are collaborating effectively with residents,
Neighborhood Crime Prevention Councils (NCPCs), Neighborhood Services
Coordinators, offices of City Council members, other City Agencies and
community stakeholders to solve problems of concern in their beats;

4. A new data system for entering PSO problem solving activity will allow the
Department to analyze the different kinds of problems being addressed by
PSOs and the kinds of investigative and collaborative actions that contribute
to solving them.

The evaluation also pointed to areas that can and should be improved:

1. OPD’s information systems limit the Department’s capacity to capture data on
the nature of its expenditures, operations and Measure Y activities.

2. Turnover among PSOs is a barrier to successful implementation. Personnel
practices, such as recruitment, assignment and promotion do not adequately
consider the interests of community policing and should be revised to reduce
turnover and interruptions in services.

3. A shared vision and clearly articulated approach to Community Policing was
not evident throughout the Department. The Department should define
performances measures aligned to the duties of PSOs to achieve more even
implementation of the Initiative across the City.

SECTION A: A REPORT FROM NEIGHBORHOOD SERVICES DIVISION
DETAILING NEIGHBORHOOD CRIME PREVENTION COUNCIL (NCPC)

regarding the Neighborhood Crime Prevention Councils (NCPCs) and the “community
priorities” generated from the neighborhood meetings, including:

NCPC priorities for September, October, and November 2009.

The lead staff person for each priority.

Status of each priority.

How many people regularly attend the NCPC meetings.

Who the attendees represent. '

Percentage of NCPC attendees who represent Neighborhood Watch groups.

Section A provides information on the priorities int each of the 53 NCPCs based on
details provided by the Neighborhood Services Coordinators for their assigned beats (See
Attachment 1, Priority Workforms for each Community Policing Beat):

Analysis:

NCPC Priorities

Most NCPC priorities are listed as “ongoing” and as such are not permanently solved.
These problems are often addressed by the PSO or other entity in a timely manner and
require constant monitoring as they return over time.
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The most frequently cited lead on NCPC priorities is the PSO who works in partnership
with the NSC to address problems. In addition to priorities, NCPCs work on a variety of-
“quality of life” projects and problems including beautification, traffic, clean-ups and
other special events (such as gang awareness training or safety fairs).

Attendees at NCPC meetings

Attendance at regularly scheduled NCPC meetings ranges, on average, from 1,000 to
1,600 residents per month, city wide, although it should be noted that some NCPCs meet
every other month or quarterly. Attendance varies based on crime activity in the beat,
outreach efforts, weather, time of year, longevity or functionality of the NCPC.

Representation at NCPC meetings

Residents are the most frequently citied participants at NCPC meetings, with a wide
variety of other attendees including representatives from merchants, schools, faith
communities, non profit organizations, and City agencies.

Neighborhood Watch

On average, 43 percent of NCPC attendees belong to Neighborhood Watch groups.
There are fewer Neighborhood Watch groups in the high stressor beats. Neighborhood
Services Coordinators (NSCs) report that residents in high stressor beats are reluctant to
participate in Neighborhood Watch groups because they are afraid of retaliation from
drug dealers and prefer attending NCPC meetings instead.

It should be noted, that although there are few or no Neighborhood Watch groups in some
beats, there are National Night Out parties. National Night Out provides a social way for
residents to get to know each other and build neighborhood spirit and unity without
having to worry about retaliation. There were 419 National Night Out parties in 2009
with 16,150 adults and 9,956 youth participating. Neighborhood Services also makes an
effort after National Night Out each year to reach out to National Night Out hosts who
don’t have Neighborhood Watch groups to gauge interest in organizing a Neighborhood
Watch Group.

There are 619 Neighborhood Watch groups citywide, with 900 captains and co-captains.
Approximately 12, 380 residents have gone through the Neighborhood Watch program
and are members of groups. The table and map below show the number of Neighborhood
Watch groups and National Night Out parities by beat.

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SECTION B: An Update From the Qakland Police Department Regarding the
lmplementation of the Findings Recommended in the Measure Y Evaluation.

The Measure Y Community Policing Evaluation (2008-2009) pointed to areas that can
and should be improved:

1. OPD’s information systems limit the Department’s capacity to capture data on
the nature of its expenditures, operations and Measure Y activities.

2. Tumnover among PSOs is a barrier to successful implementation. Personnel
practices, such as recruitment, assignment and promotion do not adequately
consider the interests of community policing and should be revised to reduce
turnover and interruptions in services.

3. A shared vision and clearly articulated approach to Community Policing was
not evident throughout the Department. The Department should define
performance measures aligned to the duties of PSOs to achieve more even
implementation of the Initiative across the City.

Has OPD developed a process to collect problem-solving project data and track the
hours PSOs spend in their respective beats and track project completion?

What types of logs are the Problem Solving Officers (PSO) keeping? The PSOs will
record their projects in two separate logs starting the week of March 1, 2010. The
respective PSO will record their beat project(s), and their time on the beat, on a daily
statistical log that the area commanders recently created. After the beat project(s) have
been reviewed, they are then entered into the database developed by Resource
Development Associates,

Are PSOs entering their respective projects into a computer system that was created to
track projects? The PSOs enter the applicable beat project(s) data into the established
database. According to Department, the database needs a number of upgrades to assist in
the tracking of the projects. These upgrades include project tracking numbers, and a new
module to track time on the beat or on a specific project within the respective beat.

How much time are PSOs spending on their Community Policing Beat (CPB)? The
Department recently implemented a statistical logging process which will help in
providing this information in the future. Staff is currently focusing on the amount of time
PSOs spend on things related to their CPB beat. An example of this might be if a PSO is
in court on a case from their respective CPB, the time required should count as time on
their beat, not off of their beat, etc.

It is unlikely that the Department will ever know the exact amount of time a PSO spends
on their respective beat, however, a better approximation can be made in the future due to
the implementation of the daily statistical log.

What types of projects are the PSOs working on? PSOs work on a variety of projects.
The projects are based on the Scanning, Analysis, Response, and Assessment (SARA)
mode] and are specific to a respective beat. As mentioned above, beat projects can span
several beats. PSOs also work on NCPC priorities and shorter term projects they develop
through a variety of sources. The projects include: closing down blighted/crime ridden
properties, open air drug dealing, violent crime, problem liquor stores, illegal parking,
and violence suppression. PSOs are required to work on up to three NCPC priorities in
addition to crime specific projects based on their CPB crime patterns, trends, or series
(including issues discovered by the Criminal Investigation Division (CID). PSOs also
have smaller, short-term projects that are either self-identified, or identified by the
community outside of the NCPC, or in the PSOs chain-of-command.

How much time are they spending on the respective projects? This depends on the
significance of the respective project. In the past, the time spent on each project was not
tracked, but will be tracked moving forward. Each officer will have between 3 and 7
projects open at any one time. The projects may be simple enough to close within a
couple of days or by be something that requires the continuous application of resources
for years.

How much do PSOs collaborate with citizens? PSQOs communicate with the citizens by
e-mail messages and the telephone every day. They also attend NCPC meetings and
other community meetings every month. This varies from beat to beat depending on the
respective community group and the activities they participate in. In many of the
projects, community input and input from other city staff is required at every phase of the
problem solving model. This daily collaboration is what makes this process work. (See
Afttachment 2)

How much do the PSOs collaborate with city staff? This depends on the type of project(s)
from week to week. Each PSO understands the services available through the variety of
other city staff. Each PSO uses available resources on each project as necessary.

City staff are also aware of the responsibilities of the Neighborhood Services Coordinator
as they liaison with city staff on behalf of the PSOs. The amount of involvement varies
from project to project. The officers attend a monthly SDS meeting with other city staff,
They also are in communication throughout the month with city staff by wéy of phone
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and email. The City Council and their representatives will contact the PSO’s directly
with citizen complaints. PSOs also communicate directly with NSC’s, and directly with
the City Attorney’s Office in an effort to resolve problems. The NSC’s, building
inspectors and even the City Attorneys attend PSO line-ups to learn about and resolve
problems such as marijuana grows, evictions and blighted properties.

How much time does the PSO spend out of their assigned CPB? As stated above, it is
really unknown at this time.

How much time do they spend on the contiguous beat if they are working with a pariner?
The Department lacks the capacity to track this information at this time, We should have
a better idea of this in the near future.

How does it benefit the community, city and the department to have the PSO leave their
respective CPB to work in another CPB? Crime does not know beat, area or city
boundary. A CPB beat is a relatively small area of the City and crime often spreads
between multiple beats boundaries. Crime occurs within beat borders or is transitory and
takes place over several community policing beats. For example, prostitutes travel:
between beats and areas to solicit business. They also travel to other beats to complete
their transactions. Violent crime between gangs often spills out between areas and beats
as well. A gang in one area will move to another for its illegal ventures.

The Department prefers to partner up the officers because of safety concerns related to
the work that the PSOs engage in on a regular basis. The Department is also limited by
the number of vehicles assigned to the fleet and vehicles assigned to the PSO program. b
Crime fighting would be crippled if the PSO’s were not allowed to assist other PSOs

within the Area. An example of this is Beat 16Y that has minor problems compared to a !
Beat 17, which had a significant increase in robberies. With the assistance of all the area

PSOs, the Department was able to lower robberies by 36% on Beat 17 during a ninety

(90} day project period. The Department was also able to make the largest firework

recovery in the City of Qakland’s history by working in an area deployment model on the

4" of J uly with the Crime Reduction Team (CRT). Successes such as these impact the

entire community and bring positive attention to the City and the Department.

The PSO’s do outstanding work as a team; they have a great working relationship with
the Area CRT officers. They change their days off and hours on little notice without
complaint. PSOs will come in and work on Saturdays as directed, knowing it is part of
the mission. They mobilize when there is a demonstration and provide mutual aid to
neighboring municipalities. PSOs change their days off for important events such as the ?
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Cinco de Mayo festivities and Measure Y celebrations. They work as a team in buy-bust
operations once a week and work in patrol responding to calls for service once a week.
The PSO unit has been the “do it all unit” throughout the City for the last two years.
When the Criminal Investigations Unit (CID) was overwhelmed with cases, PSO’s
assisted by investigating cases within their respective Beats. These team-oriented
activities benefit the community as a whole by reducing crime throughout the City.

There are currently 57 police officers assigned to PSO beats in Oakland. During
Department’s 2010 annual draw and watch change, 50 officers remained in their PSO
assignments.

The Chief of Police is fully committed to the Community Policing philosophy, and
believes its strength lies within the organization as a whole, not solely on the PSOs
assigned to community policing beats; while the PSQ contribution is critical to building
and maintaining community relationships, all members and employees of the
organization are responsible for ensuring the Department’s success by working
collaboratively with citizens, colleagues, and other City agencies. Community policing is
a philosophy, not a program sustained by 63 community policing officers; however,
through on-going training, community meetings, and other community relations
opportunities, the Department will continue to improve upon its implementation of
community policing in the City of Oakland.
