A Report and Proposed Resolution Authorizing an Agreement Between The 
City of Oakland and COMPASS GROUP, USA by and through its Canteen 
Correctional Services Division in an Amount Not to Exceed Three Hundred 
Thousand Dollars ($300,000) in FY 2003-04 for the Provision of Food and 
Food Service Management to the City of Oakland Jail 

SUMMARY 

The Department received one response to its request for proposals for food procurement and food 
service management for the City of Oakland jail. The proposal came from the current supplier 
Compass Group, USA by and through its Canteen Correctional Service Division. A resolution 
has been prepared which authorizes the City Manager to enter into an agreement with Compass 
Group, USA to provide food and food service management, in conjunction with the Cook I11 and 
designated sworn supervisors, using the existing food service staff and equipment. 

FISCAL IMPACT 

Funds in the amount of $300,000 in FY 2003-04 are included in the Police Department’s Fund 
1010, Organization 103710, Account 54919. 

BACKGROUND 

Currently the City of Oakland jail provides three meals per day, seven days per week with a 
minimum of two hot meals being served during the daily inmate meal period. On duty staff are 
also provided with meals on a regular basis. All meals are required to meet certain nutritional 
levels as outlined in local, state and federal guidelines. 

KEY ISSUES AND IMPACTS 

At the recommendation of the Alameda County Health Department the City entered into a 
contract to retain a Food Manager to meet health department standards. Entering into a contract 
with a private vendor to provide food and a food service manager provides economies of scale 
such that the food cost savings pays for the cost of the food service manager. The vendor 
provides a Food Manager to order the food, construct menus, train employees, and provide 
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
