SUMMARY

On April 26, 2005 staff presented a resolution to the Public Works Committee requesting authorization to
award a construction contract to K. J. Woods Construction, In¢. in the amount of $538,000 for the
construction of relief sanitary sewers on Bianeti Way (Sloan Street) and on Dimond Avenue between
Fruitvale Avenue and Dimond Park (Project No. C81310).

List of the City’s 25-year sanitary sewer capital improvement program with
Council District information: This list is attached as Attachment A. The list
includes the following information for each capital improvement project: Year,
Type (Rehabilitation or Relief), Basin & Sub-basin Number, Fiscal Year, Project
Cost, and Council District Number. The year and fiscal year headings indicate
the staging and sequencing of the 25-year program. The projects were prioritized,
in general, to achieve the maximum sanitary sewer overflow reduction at the
least initial capital cost in the shortest time possible. Locations with the highest
impact to public safety were given higher priorities. The basin and sub-basin
designations are used as project identifiers. Project type indicates rehabilitation
or relief: rehabilitation projects reconstruct the aging sewers in an area to
eliminate infiltration and inflow of ground water and rain water into sanitary
sewer system, which is a primary source of sewer overflows; and relief projects
provide additional hydraulic capacity by constructing additional pipes or upsizing
the existing pipes. Projects were selected based primarily on a cost-effectiveness
study comparing the cost of the two types: rehabilitation vs. relief—the cost of
rehabilitation vs. the cost of conveyance and treatment. This extensive study was
completed over a 4-year period, in conjunction with EBMUD and other cities in
the EBMUD service area. When it was completed, these projects became part of
Oakland’s compliance plan for sanitary sewer overflows.

Compliance information on ethnicity and gender and the new Schedule D:
The revised compliance information with ethnicity and gender data for the above
referenced contract is found as Attachment B. The new schedule D is found as
Attachment C. The mandatory use of Schedule D will provide ethnicity and
gender data for reporting and tracking purposes.
