WHEREAS, Peter W. Dunbar was promoted to Deputy Chief of Police in Oclober 1999, where he
has served as Bureau Commander in the Burcau of Services and the Burean of Field Operations, and

the Oakland Police Officers Emergency Network and the Oakland Police Foundation; and
