W H E R E A S , Walter Craven owns and operates the Norton Factory Studios 
in the Fruitvale District, and 

W H E R E A S , the Norton Factory Studios provide local Oakland artists 
private studios in which they can further their practice, and 

W H E R E A S , the Norton Factory Studios has a classroom made available 
for community ennchment and critiques, and 

W H E R E A S , Walter Craven is a community partner invested in our 
community, now, therefore, be it
