NOTICE AND DIGEST 

AN ORDINANCE, AS RECOMMENDED BY THE 
CITY PLANNING COMMISSION, AMENDING THE 
OAKLAND PLANNING CODE TO: 1) CHANGE 
TRANSITIONAL AND SUPPORTIVE HOUSING 
REGULATIONS TO COMPLY WITH STATE LAW; 
2) REVISE REGULATIONS FOR SECONDARY 
UNITS; AND 3) MAK£ MISCEUANEOUS MINOR 
CHANGES IN VARIOUS CHAPTERS OF THE 
PLANNING CODE, AND MAKE APPROPRIATE 
CALIFORNIA ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY ACT 
DETERMINATIONS 

This Ordinance would amend the Transitional 
and Supportive Housing regulations in the 
Oakland Planning Code to bring them into con­
formance with California State law. which re­
quires that these types of housing be permit· 
ted in all zones allowing Residential Uses, and 
not be subject to any restrictions not imposed 
on similar dwelling types (e.g. Single Family, 
Multifamily) in the same zone. The Ordinance 
would also amend regulations related to Sec­
ondary Units in the Oakland Planning Code, in­
cluding: (a) Parking revisions - Tandem park­
ing would be allowed for Secondary Units in all 
Zones, except S-11 or S-12. 

Secondary Units that are within 1/2 mile of a 
Bay Area Rapid Transit (BART) Station, Bus 
Rapid Transit (BRT) Station, or Major Transit 
Stop would have no additional parking require­
ment; (b) Setback revisions - detached Secon­
dary Units would be allowed up to 4 feet from 
the side and rear lot line if located within 35 
feet of the rear property line. Existing accesso­
ry structures located outside of the front yard 
setback would be allowed to convert into a 
Secondary Unit • regardless of any existing 
nonconformity as to side setback, rear set­
back, or heil)ht - as long as any existing non­
conformity IS not increased; the floor area 
does not exceed the maximum allowed; and 
the minimum parking can be met on site; and 
(c) Height lim1ts - Building walls for detached 
Secondary Units located within 4 feet of the 
side or rear lot line would be limited to 10 feet 
in height and maximum roof height would be 
limited to 14 feet. Finally, the Ordinance in­
cludes miscellaneous minor changes through­
out the Planning Code intended to improve 
consistency, reduce redundancies, and clarify 
language.
