“In my line of work, Black 
women are too often thought of 
last—if we’re considered at all,” 

said Kamlager-Dove. “Storytell-
ing isn’t extra - it is essential… so 
we can drive real, informed solu-
tions.”

Akil added, “Reproductive 
health begins when we can make 
women, young girls, and boys feel 
safe… When people feel seen and 
supported, they can tell the truth, 

grow, and make choices without 
shame.”
