• Non-Consent Item: shall mean, for the purposes of the City Council agenda, any 

action or informational item that: 1) a Standing Committee has forwarded to the full 

Council without unanimous recommendation for approval; 2) has a high level of 

public interest or controversy as determined by the Rules and Legislation Committee 

or: 3) requires a public hearing or is otherwise ineligible by law as a Consent Item.
