Championship; won the 2007 Western State Golf Association Junior qualifying him for Junior

WHEREAS, Carlos won the 2009 San Francisco City Golf Championship, an open 
adult competition, making him the youngest winner since the inaugural event in 1917; now, 
therefore, be it
