The state Housing Law Regulations establish 
minimum technical standards for maintenance 
of habitable structures through out the state. 
This ordinance repeals in two sections of the 
Oakland Municipal Code the 2016 Oakland 
amendments to the State Housing Law Reg 
tions, and adopts amendments in line with the 
California Residential Code as to another sec­
tion. Specifically, this Ordinance seeks to re­
peal the Oakland amendments to the 2016 edi­
tion of the State Housing Law Regulations co­
dified in the Oakland Municipal Code Sections 
15.04.3.2545, 15.04.3.2550, and 15.08.210.A and 
adopt the 2016 California Residential Code that 
govern those sections, changing the minimum 
ceiling requirements to 7 feet for habitable 
spaces and 6 feet 8 inches for bathrooms, toi­
let rooms, and laundry rooms in residential 
buildings within the scope of California Resi­
dential Code section 1.1.3.
