RESOLVED: That the City Attorney is authorized and directed to compromise 
and settle the case of Miles Rappaport, et al. v. City of Oakland, et al., Alameda County 
Superior Court Case No. RG18889056, City Attorney’s File No. 31633, for the sum of 
Seventy-Seven Thousand, Five Hundred Dollars and No Cents ($77,500.00); and be it

to issue settlement payments as negotiated by the City Attorney with Miles Rappaport, 
Matthew Rappaport, Kristine Leunig, and N.R. and their counsel; and be it
