WHEREAS, Boys & Girls Clubs of Oakland (formerly Oakland Boys Clubs) was 
chartered December 8, 1938 to provide local boys with a place to go and a way to grow; 
and 

WHEREAS, 14 Club alumni: William Belford, Harry Dulan, Ray Goodwin, 
Charlie Hardy, Randy Harris, Robert Hodges, Jerome Hunt, Al Jackson, Curtis Moret, 
John "Fox" Reynolds, Percy Rivers, Marion Sims, Murphy Taylor, and Archie Whitley, 
Jr., desired to remain connected to their Club and support its mission beyond their years 
as Club members and so founded the Boys & Girls Clubs of Oakland Alumni 
Association (OBCAA) in 1964; and 

WHEREAS, members of that founding group went on to become a medical 
doctor, a U.S. Army colonel, a BGCO executive director, a NFL standout, business 
leaders, and to make many other contributions to their community; and 

WHEREAS, in 1989 the Alumni Association pledged to support the Boys & Girls 
Clubs of Oakland with a $10,000 annual contribution, which today totals over $200,000 
to the Club; and 

WHEREAS, of the 14 members at the first meeting, there are seven still alive 
and hopefully all in attendance at the 50'^ anniversary celebration; and 

WHEREAS, BGCO, with six alumni enshrined in the Boys & Girls Clubs of 
America National Alumni Hall of Fame, has the most Hall of Famers of any Boys & Girls 
Club in the United States; and 

WHEREAS, BGCO is celebrating the 50*" anniversary of the OBCAA at a "Come 
on Home Celebration " on Saturday, November 1, 2014 at the Anna Marie Whalen 
Branch to encourage alumni to re-connect with their Club; now, therefore be it
