WHEREAS, Ise Lyfe is an award winning author, Spoken Word Hip- Hop Theatre Artist,
Educator, and Community Leader. A favorite on the HBO Def Poetry series and stages across
the country, this young man 1s a budding talent consistently merging onto commercial platforms
while nurturing an ever growing loyal fan base; and

WHEREAS, Ise Lyfe, former Commissioner of Arts and Cultural Affairs in his hometown of
Oakland, CA, is one of the nation’s premier Spoken Word Artist and Emcees. His vast body of

WHEREAS, Prayers, poetry, journal entries, rhymes, and short essays penned by this young
writer come together as a powerful collage of thought provoking sociopolitical commentary,
blended with a glimpse into the author's coming of age as a man, Artist, and advocate for social

WHEREAS, The 2006 debut alhum,”Spread The Word” allowed Ise to mettle with a national
audience, and the release of his second LP, “Prince Cometh” received rave reviews from critics
and fans alike.
