W H E R E A S Thirteen African American high school students, representing 
Alameda, Contra Costa, and San Francisco Counties, were selected to 
participate in the first Northern California Delegation of the China-U.S. Study 
Exchange Foundation (CUSEF) - "Think China 2013" from The East Oakland 
Youth Development Center; and 

W H E R E A S , This Delegation traveled to Beijing and Shanghai, on a cross-cultural 
academic, civic, business, and service-oriented tour, from July 1 3 - 2 7 , 2013, to 
further encourage the Think China's program, whose objectives were to inspire 
global learning, and strengthen relations between the Chinese and African 
Americans; and

Black Men of the Bay Area), and Nicka Smith (NS2 Photography & Alameda 
County, C A Youth Ancestral Project), the following students traveled and became 
the representatives from the Bay Area through "Think China": Umlika Rose, 
Anthony Gal lon, Brandon Vonderworth, Rahni Johnson , Mar isa Joiivette, 
Bryce Bel l , Isaiah Mobley, Ibrahlma Mobley, Taylor Wheeler , Khrlstan 
Antoine, Kahmaria Adams, Jordan Wi l l iams, and Lakeisha Harr is; and 

W H E R E A S , Through Think China 2013 - The China-U.S. Study Exchange 
Foundation (CUSEF), and the National Urban League (NUL) strive to bridge the 



gap between Chinese and African American communities, along with The 
Northern California Delegation of CUSEF (Think China), and builds upon this 
work to inspire educational and business empowerment, for youth, while being 
represented by McClymonds High School (Oakland), Castlemont High School
