The ICG dates back to the Cold War in 1968, when a physical education teacher living in Slovenia (then part of 
Yugoslavia) had a vision to encourage peace and goodwill amongst children of different cultural backgrounds.

States, to participate in the International Children's Games in Greece, France, Scotland, England, and Canada. 100 Black 
Men are committed to nurturing the health and fitness of young people. They also have a long history of providing 

mentoring and ensuring that youth are given opportunities to expand their world views and develop leadership skills. 

Let us congratulate Team Oakland as they join athletes, coaches, city representatives, and visitors from around the 
world at the International Children's Games, an event that inspires young people to build cross-cultural relationships as 
they compete on an international stage.
