WHEREAS, the California Code of Regulations (CCR) 570.5 as contained in the 
CKlifbraiarPnblic Employees'~Retirement Law (PERL) requires the City of Oakland, as a 
California Public Employment Retirement System (CalPERS) agency to make its Salary 
Schedule publicly available as amended from time to time; now therefore,

Section 1, Effective July 1,2015, the classifications and associated salaries listed in the current 
Memorandum of Understanding between the City of Oakland and the International Brotherhood 
of Electrical Workers, Local 1245 are increased by 4%. 

Section 2. Effective October 1, 2016, the classifications and associated salaries listed in the 
current Memorandum of Understanding between the City of Oakland and the International 
Brotherhood of Electrical Workers, Local 1245 are increased by 1%. 

Section 3. Effective April 1,2017, the classifications and associated salaries listed in the current 
Memorandum of Understanding between the City of Oakland and the International Brotherhood 
of Electrical Workers, Local 1245 are increased by 3%. 



Section 4. Severability. If any section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance 
is for any reason held to be invalid or unconstitutional by decision of any court of competent 
jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this Chapter. 
The City Council hereby declares that it would have passed this Ordinance and each section, 
subsection, clause or phrase thereof irrespective of the fact that one or more others section, 
subsection, clauses or phrases may be declared invalid or unconstitutional. 

Section 3. Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective immediately on final adoption 
if it receives six or more affirmative votes; otherwise it shall become effective upon the seventh 
day after final adoption.
