On March 3, 2020, at the request of PWA, the designated Compliance Officer conducted a compliance
analysis of six (6) proposals submitted to the City in response to the above referenced RFP

PWA has negotiated with WRT. In the March 3, 2020 compliance analysis WRT was deemed
responsive with 69.0% Local and Small Local Business Enterprise (L/SLBE) minimum participation.
After PWA’s negotiations with WRT the firm’s L/SLBE participation increased. Below are the results
of the negotiations for the minimum 50% Local and Small Local Business Enterprise (L/SLBE)
participation and the Equal Benefits Ordinance (EBO).
