Presentation To The Public Safety Committee; And 3) The City Attorney Shall Provide A Monthly Status Report On The
Updating Of OPD's Policy Manual And Identify Any Meet And Confer Requirements For The Same; And 4) The Office Of
The City Attorney Shall Establish A Quarterly Training Module For All Internal Affairs Division And Skelly Hearing Officers.
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
